Restorative Practices (RP):

A process where people who have caused harm

acknowledge wrongdoing, take responsibility,

repair harm to the extent possible to those

whom they have caused harm, and are

welcomed back into the community.
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RP is not:

-Mediation
-An apology

-Community Service
-Mentoring

-Replacement for the legal system

of mistrust, reinforces intolerance and

heightened emotional responses.
